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Organization and Classification
The legal name of this District is Mackay School District No. 182, Custer County and Butte County, State of Idaho.  The District is classified as:
A K-12 school district giving instruction to pupils in grades k (kindergarten)/one (1) through twelve (12); 
In order to achieve its primary goal of providing each child with the necessary skills and attitudes to become effective citizens, the Board shall exercise the full authority granted to it by the laws of the State of Idaho.  Its legal powers, duties and responsibilities are derived from the Idaho Constitution and State statutes and rules.  Sources such as the school laws of Idaho, and the rules and regulations of the State Board of Education delineate the legal powers, duties and responsibilities of the Board.

Legal Description

BEGINNING at a point on the Blaine-Custer County line upon the summit of the range of mountains dividing the headwaters of the East Fork of the Salmon River from the waters of the Little and Big Wood Rivers and Big Lost River, and continuing In a general northeasterly direction along the divide separating the waters which flow to the Salmon River from the waters which flow to the Big Lost River to the summit dividing the waters of Pahsimeroi River, Big Lost River and Little Lost River; thence In a southeasterly direction on the divide which separates the waters flowing into Little Lost River and Big Lost River to an Intersection with the Custer-Butte County line, which is also the channel of Pass Creek; thence south along, the channel of Pass Creek and the Custer-Butte County line to an Intersection with the north line of Sec. 14, Twp 7 N R 25 EBM; thence east approximately 4 & 1/2 miles to the NE corner of Sec. 16, Twp. 7 N R 26 EBM; thence south 8 miles to the SW comer of Sec. 22, Twp, 8 N R26 EBM; thence east 1/2 mile to the south 1/4 comer of Sea 22; thence south 2 miles to the south 1/4 corner of Sea 34, Twp. 6 N, R 26 EBM; thence west 9 & 1/2 miles to the NE comer of Sec. 1, Twp. 5 N, R 24 EBM, which is at a point dividing the watersheds of Alder and Antelope Creeks; thence in a westerly direction along the divide between Alder Creek and the East Fork of the Big Lost River drainage on the north side and the Antelope Creek drainage on the south side to a point where the divide intersects the west boundary line between Custer and Blaine Counties; thence in a northwesterly direction along the Blaine-Custer County line to the point of beginning.
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
