Online Courses and Alternative Credit Options 
 
In addition to regular classroom-based instruction, students may earn credit through the following means. Instruction to elementary students may also be provided via virtual/online courses provided by the Idaho Digital Learning Alliance or any other accredited institution with approval of the school administrator. 
 
Virtual/Online Courses 
 
The Superintendent is authorized to create a process for students enrolled in secondary schools to register for enrollment in online courses provided by accredited organizations.  At a minimum, such process for registration for online courses shall be accommodated through the District’s normal registration process.   
 
Online courses may be counted as credit toward graduation in the following manner:

Students earning one high school credit from an accredited high school program will be allowed to transfer that credit into the District as one high school credit.  

Students earning credit in a dual credit (high school and college) course will earn one high school credit, transferred into the District, for any course that is the equivalent of one high school credit and less than three college credits.

Students earning credit in a dual credit (high school and college) course will earn two high school credits, transferred into the District, for any course that is equivalent to three or more college credits. 

Students completing dual credit post-secondary courses will also earn transcripted college credits in accordance with the policies of the post-secondary institution sponsoring the class.
 
Correspondence Courses 
 
The District will permit a student to enroll in an approved correspondence course from an institution approved by the State Department of Education, in order that such a student may include a greater variety of learning experiences within the student’s educational program. 
 
Credit for coursework taken by correspondence will be accepted from any unit of the University of Idaho system, or any accredited college, university, or high school outside of Idaho with an approved correspondence program.  

Only courses offered by institutions recognized by the Board will be accepted.  The express approval of the principal shall be obtained before the course is taken.   
 
Credit for correspondence courses may be granted, in the same manner as virtual/online credits provided the following requirements are met: 
 
1. Prior permission has been granted by the principal; and  
2. The program fits the education plan submitted by the regularly enrolled student. 

 
An official record of the final grade must be received by the school before a diploma may be issued to the student. 
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
